Treasurer s Report

Hard to believe we are a quarter of the way through the year. Below is a summary of where we stand at the end of the first quartér.

You can see revenues continue to lag expenditures. We have collected 20% of budget revenues while expenditures are right on
target. Revenues need to be at 25%. A shortfall of $7,934 represents about 2 weekly collections.

We have set out God’s plan for us and honestly, sometimes I feel we are really putting Him to the test. We will be incurring
additional expenses in the search process and we need to build the cash funds to allow that to happen.

For all who give actively, keeping God’s plan funded, your support allows us much flexibility.

If you are yet a non-giver it is never too late. Consider becoming a proportional giver, you will find your heart opened to receive
God’s blessings. If your response to God’s plan is at prior year levels or less, you need to prayerfully discuss this with God. If
you’re are mad at the Diocese or National Church, look past those issues to what God has asked for us to do here at St. Thomas.

As you read this my hopes are that the search committee will have begun actively looking for our next rector. The Vestry
budgeted $8,500 for the search process which, by the way, includes moving expenses. There seems to be a big disconnect between
who we claim to be and how we really respond. Stewardship needs to become more a part of the message.
